REALITY TOWN

OVERVIEW:

Do you ever wish that you
had been taught the importance of
financial responsibility and the
tangled web of debt, before you
were required to face the task? Reality
Town, teaches these often times overlooked lessons
of life to students. This educational program begins
with mini-lessons in which students research careers,
write resumes, apply for jobs, learn to write checks,
and balance a checkbook. Reality Town culminates in a
half-day simulation, during school, in which local
professionals, parents and volunteers man
"businesses,"” where students are given a choice of a
career according to their current grade point
average. They also receive a paycheck and must
budget and pay monthly expenses for themselves and
their Reality Town family. These expenses include
living accommodations, transportation, child care,
groceries, etc. To conclude, the students analyze
their Reality Town life-style, learning important
concepts concerning debt and savings, and openly
discuss the realities of making ends meet in an adult
world.

Through this experience, students will come
to see education as a means for better employment
opportunities and greater financial stability. In
addition, they learn the importance of budgeting,
living within ones means, and the financial obligations
associates with adulthood and families. As you invest
your time and talents into this extraordinary
program, you will find that the rewards will be most
beneficial to your students, faculty, school, and
community.

This website includes
thousands of job descriptions, educational levels
needed, tips on how to get started in specific areas,
salary and job outlook, interviews with
professionals, high school planning guides,
information on how to pay for post high school
education, and much more. Each student received a
card including instructions for logging in with their
own portfolio name and password.

UPWARD BOUND: Upward Bound is a well

established Federal program that has just been
extended to ninth grade students. It is designed to
help students graduate from high school, be
accepted to college and eventually graduate there
too. The target population is students who would be
the first generation to graduate from college along
with a few additional groups included. If gth graders
are interested, please come to the counseling office
and pick up a flyer there. Then you can call the
number on the flyer to see if you qualify. Students
participate in weekly activities and receive great
information, help and incentives to continue
towards their goal of college graduation.
