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Principal’s Message 

The Character of a School Community 
 

To some, having character simply means “following the rules”. If you do what you are asked, avoid becoming 

involved with drugs or gangs, do your schoolwork, graduate from school, and find useful employment, then you have 

character. This certainly is relevant to character, but far from sufficient for students at Lakeridge Junior High School. 

Character for our students refers to a much broader set of attitudes, behaviors, motivations, and skills. It is more than 

simply avoiding involvement in socially undesirable behaviors. Character includes attitudes such as the desire to do one’s 

best and being concerned about the welfare of others; intellectual capacities such as critical thinking and reasoning; 

behaviors such as being honest and responsible, and standing up for principles in the face of injustice; gaining 

interpersonal and emotional skills that enable us to interact effectively with others in a variety of circumstances; and the 

commitment to contribute to one’s community and society. Stated simply, character is the realization of one’s positive 

development as a person—intellectually, socially, and emotionally. Good character includes being committed to making 

positive contributions to one’s community. 

 

This past month I saw several examples that were organized and supported by the parents of Lakeridge Junior High 

School that showed the importance we place on the development of character in our students: 

  

• The PTSA partnered with the Make a Wish Foundation to make a young girl with cancers wish of going to 

Disney World become a reality. Hundreds of students and parents from the Lakeridge community showed up on a 

Saturday to participate in a fun run and walk to raise the money in support of this endeavor. 

• Students from Lakeridge Junior High competed in the regional high school model united nations contest. They 

studied out and came up with resolutions for some of the more challenging problems of the world and worked 

with other students from around the western United States to address global issues. 

• Members of the Lakeridge Junior Honors Society took time during their FLEX activity to wrap Christmas gifts 

for currently deployed military personnel. 

• Lakeridge students were involved in collecting canned food in the month of November, as well as collecting 

money for sub for Santa in December.  

• The FLEX activity for service is one of our most popular options for students. They have done several projects 

during this FLEX activity to help out others in our world community that need help and support.
