The Character of a School Community:

To some, having character simply means “following the rules”. If you do what you are asked, avoid becoming involved with
drugs or gangs, do your schoolwork, graduate from school, and find useful employment, then you have character. This certainly is
relevant to character, but far from sufficient for students at Lakeridge Junior High School. Character for our students refers to a much
broader set of attitudes, behaviors, motivations, and skills. It is more than simply avoiding involvement in socially undesirable
behaviors. Character includes attitudes such as the desire to do one’s best and being concerned about the welfare of others; intellectual
capacities such as critical thinking and reasoning; behaviors such as being honest and responsible, and standing up for principles in the
face of injustice; gaining interpersonal and emotional skills that enable us to interact effectively with others in a variety of
circumstances; and the commitment to contribute to one’s community and society. Stated simply, character is the realization of one’s
positive development as a person—intellectually, socially, and emotionally. Good character includes being committed to making
positive contributions to one’s community.

I was recently reading a research article that stated that “supportive peer relations are related to adolescents’ positive school-
related behaviors, intention and attitudes and classmates’ evaluative feedback predicts changes in children’s academic self-concept,
effort and performance.” Part of developing good character is looking out for the success of all. We encourage you to help your
students recognize opportunities to contribute to the success of their peers and school community, and to look for opportunities the
school provides for students to mentor other students. This will not only benefit the students who need help being successful, but be a
growing experience for the student providing the help.

Lakeridge Junior High Students are truly developing the character that will help them be productive members in a social and
political democracy. We appreciate the dedicated service of our community council, PTSA, faculty, and staff in helping to facilitate
these opportunities for character development. It is a great pleasure of mine to work with a school community with sense of character.
Thank your for all of your support and dedication to your school.
