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Principal’s Message – Summer Construction 
As you know Lakeridge Junior High School has been undergoing a remodel to our building. We are very excited about this project and 

feel it will add to how functional our building is in delivering education to the students. The project is expected to be finished by the start of 
the 2009-10 school year, but there is still a great amount of work that must be completed. The following is a summary of what is being done 
with the remodel. 

New offices for administration and counseling are being built off the front (west side) of the school. This is what has been going on for 
the past five months. This portion of the project is expected to be completed by the end of the 2008-09 school year. 

A new media center will be built where our current administrative offices are located. This will include a couple of small computer 
labs. By moving the media center to the first level it will make it much more accessible to kids throughout the day. 

Where the current counseling offices are located we will gain two new classrooms. We will also gain three new classrooms upstairs 
where the media center is now located. One of the upstairs classrooms will be a science classroom. By adding these additional classrooms to 
the inside part of our building, we will be able to remove the portable classrooms in the back of the building.  

We are also getting new electrical and fire sprinklers installed throughout the front portion and upstairs of our school. The media center, 
classrooms, electrical, and sprinklers will all take place this summer. This is a major undertaking and will take the entire summer. This 
project will require that we close down the entire school from the cafeteria west. 

With all this work going on we wanted to let you know how it will impact us this summer. Administrative office hours will be from 
8:00-12:00 Monday through Friday. Administration will also be available after 12:00 by appointment. Our offices will be located in the choir 
room. You will enter the building at the east doors.  

We will be holding summer school courses in the portable classrooms on the east side of the building. The rest of our building will be 
used to store items from the teachers classrooms that must be moved in order to complete the electrical and sprinkler projects. 

We are excited to have the new look the remodel will bring to Lakeridge Junior High School, but will have to endure some 
inconvenience over the next few months. We appreciate your patience as we finish the remodel. Thanks for your support and dedication to 
your kids.

We have a bittersweet opportunity to say thank you and farewell to some friends who are retiring this year.  Their contributions are 
impossible to quantify, and we wish them well as they embark on new adventures! 

Glade Powell will retire this summer after 33 years at Lakeridge.  With Pre-Algebra and Algebra as his specialties, he has 
taught math to all grade levels.  He also taught Introduction to Technology.  Along with the other math faculty members, Mr. 
Powell has worked hard to align the math curriculum with State Core requirements.  The result has been a 14% improvement 
in the State Core pass rate, as well as improved student learning and remediation.
